The hydroelectric generating stations are dubbed ‘run-of-the-river’,
which means that the natural flow and elevation drop of the Ottawa
River is used to drive the electricity-producing turbines instead of
constructing man-made falls and rises to manipulate water flow. The
stations generate up to 125 million kilowatt-hours of electricity a year
and are linked up with the Ontario electricity grid through under-

ground cables.

Increased demand for green and renewable energy encouraged
Energy Ottawa to look to another resource — garbage — for energy
generation and in January 2007 the company began operations at the
Trail Road landfill gas generation site. The Ottawa-based site converts
methane gas from garbage into electricity — generating enough energy

to power 5,000 homes a year while reducing annual greenhouse gas
